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Asian societies place great value on the scores on achievement tests like PISA exams.
Many also place great value on IQ scores. This lecture summarizes frontier research in
psychology and economics to demonstrate the very limited value of such tests in predicting a
variety of life-relevant outcomes. More predictive measures of life-relevant skills are discussed.
A framework for evaluating measured skills as strategies in response to incentives in situations is
presented. Frontier methods challenge and enhance traditional approaches to evaluating students,

schools, and entire societies.
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
